	The People Saving People (PSP) Award is presented to the person, program, or organization receiving the highest accumulated score from the voting members of the Ks. Transportation Safety Conference planning committee.  This award is open to any individual (volunteer/professional), project or organization that has positively impacted transportation safety in Kansas.


General Rules and Information:

· An individual may submit up to three separate and independent nominations; however, they must be submitted on separate forms.  

· The nominee’s efforts must have significantly contributed to the enhancement of transportation safety in Kansas.

· The award may be given to an individual, a program/project, or an organization.

· Previous award winners in a particular category must wait 5 years before they can be reconsidered in the same category.

· See field-related criteria on page following.
· Judging will be by the Ks. Transportation Safety Conference Planning Committee.

· The award(s) will be presented at the closing luncheon of the Kansas Transportation Safety Conference, Wednesday, April 18, 2012, at Kansas Expocentre’s Maner Conference facility, 17th Street & Topeka Blvd., Topeka (just west of Capitol Plaza Hotel).

 Field-Related Criteria:
Community Leadership and Engineering:


Nominees for this category may include, but are not limited to legislative members or bodies, governmental units, engineering, corporate sponsors, and corporate leaders.  A nominee in this category must have demonstrated an exceptional personal or organizational involvement in leading efforts to reduce transportation safety-related problems.   
Education and Information:


Nominees for this category may include, but are not limited to students, teachers, schools, school districts, businesses, service groups, religious groups, media, and projects.  Desired are individuals, groups, or projects with a record of increasing the public’s awareness of safety concerns and advocating for change in safe travel behavior.  Included in this category would be research, data collection and analysis of a potential or existing traffic safety problem coupled with a viable solution.  
Enforcement, Emergency Response, Prosecution and Adjudication:


Nominees for this category may include, but are not limited to public safety initiatives by EMS, fire, law enforcement, prosecutors, and judges.  Desired are individuals, groups, or projects which go “beyond acceptable expectations” to pro-actively and creatively impact the status quo.  
	When considering whether to nominate an individual for doing very well at the job he or she is hired or elected to do, ask yourself if the exemplary effort is clearly well above and beyond what would be expected from even an “excellent” employee.  People Saving People recipients aren’t rewarded for their job proficiencies only, but even more for the overarching passion and sacrifice the person or group routinely exhibit(s) in their pursuit of others’ safety.
